Melanie has also recently co-written and performed the show SALIGIA, a cabaret-
style treatise on the Deadly Sins, with Tim Rogers, for whom she also works as 
arranger and co-producer. Other Australian artists for whom she has filled this role 
include You Am I, John Butler, The Audreys, and Jimmy Barnes.
